ELYSITAN 34 - pay 1 (1964)

Most of you who own a 27 footer will know that once you have exceeded four persons on board at any given
time, living & storage space becomes very limited. Harry Lincoln knew that if he was to build a successful
all grp hire fleet to replace his existing timber fleet, a new larger boat would be required in order to
accommodate more crew with extra privacy. Hugh Easton (Harrys Designer) again drew up plans for yet
another all grp boat. Drawings were made and work started on building the “pattern’ or ‘plug’ as the
Americans like to call it, from this, the grp mould tool could be formed. Unfortunately for Harry, Hugh left
the company (Appleyard Lincoln & Co) during October 1964 to design bigger and faster boats on the south
coast. To add another twist to the story, you will see from the original plans below, the superstructure and
internal layout are different to the Elysian 34's we know today. For reasons unknown, the design was
changed slightly once Hugh had left the company. We rather like Hughs original design which is just a touch
more streamline and easy on the eye compared to the Elysian 34 ‘as-built” models today.

Hull was available to buy in 1965.
Superstructure followed in 1966.
Complete kits or ready built boats
all date from late 1966 onwards.
Build numbers are unknown.

(We would guess at around 60
models were built)

painstakingly ‘glued’ together. The finished article must be perfect in order to take a mould from this and create a ‘mould tool’
which in turn will be used to build all the 34's we know today. These photos’s were taken by Hugh Easton not long before he left
the company.

In 1969 you would of
been expected to hand over £6,250 for a new one..! Sadly the
existence and whereabouts of the mould tools are unknown. The
Elysian Register (with the help of Hugh Easton) are trying to locate
any remaining mould tools. Our search has taken us to Ireland. It
would seem that Appleyard Lincoln & Co sold the 34 design and
mould tools to a company trading under the name of Ulstercraft
International Ltd based in Northern Ireland.
